Crochet Baby Bib Pattern

Use any durable, washable yarn. Crochet hook size H/8 (5MM). 4 oz skein should make 2 bibs.
Bib Body

Ch 20

Row 1: Sc in 2™ ch from hook and in each ch across, turn — 19 sc.

Row 2:-3: Ch 1, 2 scin first sc, sc to last sc, 2 scin last sc, turn — 23 sc total after 3 rows.

Row 4 —23: Ch 1, sc across — 23 sc.

Neckband

Row 24: Ch 1, scin first 6, leave rem sts unworked, turn — 6 sc.

Row 25: Ch 1, sc2tog, sc across — 5 sc.

Row 26: Ch 1, sc in first 3 sc, sc2tog, turn — 4 sc.

Row 27: Ch 1, Rep row 26 — 3 sc.

Row 28 —39: Ch1, sc across

Row 40: Ch 1, scin first sc, ch 1, sk next sc, scin last sc, turn — 2 sc (this will leave a buttonhole space)
Row 41: Ch 1, scin first sc, sc in next ch-1 sp, scin last sc — 3 sc.

Row 42: Ch 1, sc2tog, 2 sc in next sc, turn.

Row 43: Ch 1, 2 scin first sc, sc2tog, turn.

Row 44 —47: Rep rows 40 —43

Row 48 —49: Rep rows 40 —41

Fasten Off. Repeat neckband instructions for the other side of the neckband.

Sc around the edge in same color or contrasting color yarn. Add a button on one neckband end.
